• Water bottle (fill half full and freeze the previous night. Top up with water in the AM)  
• Sunscreen (applied ahead of time) and please send additional sunscreen for your child to be re-

applied later in the day (coaches will assist with this) 
• Lunch and/or snacks 
• Weather appropriate clothing 
• Appropriate footwear for soccer – runners (cleats are not necessary)  
• Issued Soccer Ball  

 
Reminder to Parents: 
 

• We kindly ask that parents stay in the bleacher area to watch their children.  We ask that NO parents 
be on the field. This is to ensure proper instruction by the coaches and to identify ‘strangers’ that 
should not be on the field.  You may attend the field for short periods of time to take photos of your 
children but please ensure you identify yourself to the coaches 

• All coaches will be wearing red shirts that will assist you in identifying them as Soccer School staff 
• At the end of each day please come onto the field to collect your child once any announcements are 

completed. The camp ends daily at 1:00pm sharp.
